· You should then describe the geographical idea you are going to investigate, illustrating it briefly.

· You should then say what information you are going to collect to investigate each question.

· Write out a sequence for your enquiry .. an outline list of this follows below.

Sequence of work for coursework study

· Selection of the topic- by the teacher!

· Research the topic and the issues

· Select hypotheses to test and/or questions to ask

· Write out the data required for each hypothesis

· Collect the data

· Write up the data, and use graphics to display data

· Comment on the data .. .analysis

· Make conclusions about the relationships found … drawing together the analysis
