1. Title page

2. Contents page with numbers (do last)

3. Where is Dunwich?  What is Dunwich Heath?  Say what you are going to investigate at Dunwich.  Key ideas – with questions.
4. Say what information (data) you are going to collect to help you investigate your questions at Dunwich.
5. Write out the sequence of your investigation at Dunwich.
6. Make a table of techniques used …pantometer, sketch, mapping, path cross section, etc.
7. Write out your beach/cliff  questions.  Describe the site.
8. Sketched/survey cross-section of the cliff, labelled features and processes, & description of erosion processes observed on the cliff.
9. Cross-section of the beach.  Description of the general shape of the cross-section here.  Analyse – Is the beach a product of the cliffs (evidence) or work by the sea, or both?
10. Explanation of longshore drift, & what was done with the coloured pebbles…diagram/photos.
11. Analysis of cliff/beach data
12. Tourism – questions.  Describe the site.
13. Complete a neat copy of your tourist survey map, complete with key and labels-and photos.  Identify and describe tourist features.
14. Plot of results for the footpath erosion survey.  Footpath cross section plot & description.
15. Analyse what your data tells you – which means describe the data and say if it supports your hypothesis or answers your questions – quoting your evidence.
16. Management Survey – Write out your questions.  Describe the sites.
17. Complete a neat copy of your site survey table.
18. Information boxes on a map or air photograph showing the sites visited.
19. Analysis of management section.
20. Conclusions:  Answer your questions – quote evidence from your work on the day!
21. Evaluation:  How did your fieldwork go?  … the things that went well and those that went not so well – and try to give reasons.  How could you, improve and extend your studies?
